* arotary engine that has an engine capacity of more than
1146¢cc under the manufacturer’s specifications for the car

* an engine modification requiring approval under section 17
of the VSS Regulation.

Eligibility Criteria
You may be eligible for a business certificate of exemption from
the HPV restriction if you can demonstrate that:

» driving HPVs is necessary to the operation of your business,
for example, your business provides a service that directly
relates to HPVs

»  your employees are required to drive HPVs as part of their
normal duties

« driving HPVs is an essential component of your employee’s
tasks and the tasks cannot be undertaken in a vehicle that
is not a HPV.
